for our congregation and commu-
nity in which trained and super-
vised lay persons, called Stephen
Ministers, will provide one-to-
one Christian care to individuals
facing life challenges or difficul-
ties.

You may ask, “Why the name

Stephen?” The name comes from |
St. Stephen, who was the first lay |

person commissioned by Christ’s
apostles to provide caring minis-

try to those in need as recorded in

Acts, Chapter 6.

Our Stephen Leaders are those
who, along with Pastor Sullivan,
will oversee and direct our pro-
gram. They will recruit, select,
train, organize and supervise our
Stephen Ministers, identify peo-
ple in need of care, and match
them with a Stephen Minister.

Stephen Ministers, on the other
hand, are the caregivers. They
will have engaged in 50 hours of
training in Christian caregiving,
including general topics such as
listening, feelings, boundaries,
assertiveness and using Christian
resources in caregivng. In addi-
tion, their training will include
specialized topics such as minis-
tering to the divorced, hospital-
ized, bereaved and aging.

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God Closed Doors so Pine Street’s Could Open

“Trust in the Lord with all your
heart, and do not rely on your
own insight. In all your ways
acknowledge him, and he will
make straight your paths.” Prov-
erbs 3:5-6 (NRSV)

You may remember after my
candidate sermon at Pine Street, |
had the opportunity to explain
that for the past year | had been
slowly descending into a valley.
That valley was my increasing
uncertainty concerning God’s
role in the Presbyterian call proc-
ess. | felt as though | was on my
own to find a church.

I made my way through the inter-
view process with several poten-
tial churches, but each fell
through for one reason or an-
other. | began to question
whether or not I had wasted the
last eight years of my life study-
ing for the ministry. | believed
ministry to be part of my DNA,
but none of the churches | pur-
sued seemed to be the right fit.

Then, Pine Street came knocking.
For the first time since | began
looking for a call, | felt God’s
guiding hand upon me and was
reminded that God was not going
to abandon me.

| understood that God had closed
those other doors for a reason: |
was supposed to be in Harris-

burg, serving the people of Pine
Street Presbyterian Church. For
all my efforts to find a church
that complemented my particular
talents, | could never have ascer-
tained how ideal the associate
pastor position at Pine Street
would be for Courtney and me. |
do not use the word “ideal”
lightly. I have been amazed again
and again by the people of Pine
Street. From the youth to the
adults, every person | have en-
countered has treated my wife
and me with the utmost respect.
As a pastor who is young and
beginning his first call, | could
ask for nothing more.

Now, three months later, | have
the opportunity to reflect on Pine
Street and what I have seen as |
have become more integrated
into the community. What is
most striking to me is how re-
sponsive people have been to the
challenges facing this congrega-
tion. | do not need to tell you that
the next few years are crucial for
Pine Street.

We are working together to re-
verse a declining trend that has
been affecting Presbyterian
churches nation wide. You all
truly believe in the legacy of Pine
Street and you believe we offer
the Harrisburg community some-
thing that can be found nowhere
else.

Furthermore, you understand that
the youth and young adults of our
church are the key to maintaining
longevity. Often youth and young
adults are ignored or given sec-
ond-rate programs without the
resources to properly care for
their needs. Pine Street is making
a true investment in the youth of
this church and, over the next
several years, you will see this
investment begin to pay major
dividends.

Yet, the goal over the next few
years is more than simply grow-
ing our youth and young adult
programs. We are here to grow
disciples of Jesus Christ through-
out the whole Harrisburg com-
munity. This is where | see the
greatest need and one of the key
challenges for our congregation.

Our primary mission field is not
some poverty stricken country far
from here. Our primary mission
field is the Harrisburg commu-
nity. What if we were to consider
every person we encounter in
Harrisburg as a potential disciple
of Jesus Christ? What if we were
willing to extend ourselves just a
little bit and invite people, even
total strangers, to Pine Street?

This is something | have been
doing for the past three months
here in Harrisburg and people
have been responding. They are
willing to give Pine Street a try.

Some stay, others leave, but if we
never ask, we never know if that
person could be a new member
of our community.

I began with the quote from
Proverbs, not just because it de-
fines the core of my struggle for
the last year, but also because we
too often trust our own insight
rather than relying on God. By
trying to forge my own path and
determine what church was right
for me, | inadvertently led myself
into a valley.

Had | simply trusted God to lead
me in the right direction | would
have known those other opportu-
nities were not right for me. In
the same manner, if we always
assume we know what is best for
the church, then, chances are, we
will lead ourselves into a valley.
My hope and prayer for this con-
gregation is that we will look to
God to lead us beyond our own
insights. Allow God to push you
outside of your comfort zone and
be open to the possibility that
God could use you to transform
the church in ways you never
dreamed possible.

For if we look to God and ac-
knowledge that trusting in the
Lord is better than trusting our
own judgment, then God will
make clear the path we should
follow.

The following is an ex-
cerpt of Ron Poorman’s
Minute on Mission:

Worship has a unique
place in the life of a con-
gregation for a variety of
reasons. The worship hour
is the one time when we
come together as a com-
munity and focus on the
Grace and the Glory of
God. It is the public ex-
pression of our faith. Wor-
ship is the time when we
set aside our differences

and come together as the
Body of Christ. In this
sacred space, we are not
men, women, teachers,
salespeople, lawyers, phy-
sicians, executives, deliv-
ery persons, carpenters,
old, young, pastors and

laity.

You may have noticed the
announcement in the ser-
vice leaflet that beginning
Sept. 13, we are closing
the rear half of the sanctu-

Worship service. With an
average attendance of 80
people, our beautiful sanc-
tuary is much too large. It
is our hope that we will
feel more involved in
worship and connected to
each other by sitting in the
front half of the sanctuary,
beginning at the handi-
capped seating area, and
moving forward.

Another change is com-
ing. Also beginning in
September, we will be

adding the Doxology to
the 11 a.m. service. This
was added to the early
service last year and a
number of people have
expressed the feeling that
they would like to have it
added to the later service.

Other initiatives the wor-
ship committee is pursu-
ing are improving the
healing services, continu-
ing to explore alternative
worship services, planning
to make new liturgical

banners, working on
youth worship services;
and expanding the
planned use of art in wor-
ship and around Pine
Street.

Peacemaking Offering Will Help Joshua Group Help City Youth

“Be firm and steadfast. Do not
fear or be dismayed, for the Lord
your God is with you wherever
you go.” (Joshua 1:9)

This motto is fittingly displayed
by the Joshua Group, a cluster of
programs reaching out to Harris-
burg city youth, which has been
chosen by Pine Street’s mission
committee to receive the local
portion of our 2009 Peacemaking
Offering.

Kirk Hallett, founder and direc-
tor, started the Joshua Group in
1998 and acquired a building in
2003 in the Allison Hill
neighborhood of Harrisburg.

Hallett, who was trained as a
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social worker and also worked in
construction, felt a calling to
providing hope and support to at-
risk youth on a full-time basis.

The program serves about 80 low
income students through in-
school, after-school, and mentor-
ing programs. Young people
must seek out the Joshua Group,
and once on board are offered an
opportunity to get away from the
street life to which they had been
accustomed.

At the Joshua House Resource
Center, where temporary housing
is available if needed, teens get
help with job search, educational
planning, and other life deci-
sions. Sally Snyder is resident
counselor.

A second program, J-Crew After-
school, provides tutoring-
mentoring, utilizing youth who
have themselves come through
the program. College counseling,
some scholarship assistance, and
alternative placements can be
available. Deb Miller coordinates
educational efforts.

The final arm of Joshua Group,
Joshua Urban Farm, provides
organically grown vegetables to
city residents and trains youth in
this process. Joshua Farm was
last year’s local Peacemaking
project.

While Christian in orientation,
Joshua Group is funded by pri-
vate contributions and grants, and
is a member agency of United
Way of the Capital Region. Em-

ployee salaries are extremely
modest, and funds are channeled
to the many needs of clients.
Volunteers, kid-friendly meals,
and gift cards for food stores are
always welcome. Check the web
site at www.joshuagroup.org.

The 2009 Peacemaking Offering
theme is “Justice and peace shall
kiss each other,” from a prayer
for the restoration of God’s favor
in Psalm 85. The offering will be
received Oct. 4. Funds are di-
vided between the local project
and presbytery, synod and de-
nominational peacemaking pro-
jects.

DDB is a busy place. On any
given day, one can meet a variety
of human service providers. One
can meet law-
yers from the

counselors from

the YWCA, lady barbers cutting
hair, a visiting pastor or rabbi,
guests who want advice about
starting their own soup kitchen,
volunteers from churches or busi-
nesses, or other organizations,
and representatives from founda-
tions touring the facility.

Individual students or whole
classes stop by for a lesson on
poverty and to learn how they
can do community service to help
the needy. College professors and

social workers come to DDB to
learn how a small organization
can provide multiple services
through collaboration. Tours of
human service providers stop by
to see first hand how they can
help their clients by referring
them to Downtown Daily Bread.

One will also see the clients lined
up for showers in the morning
and for lunch at noon. Individu-
als wait outside the counselor’s
door at all times of the day. Cli-
ents will be in the kitchen talking
with Brenda, the DDB cook, or
having a cup of coffee while they
tell her their stories.

Every day at noon the pace at
DDB picks up. Four or five vol-
unteers from supporting churches
and other agencies arrive. A hot,
nutritious meal waits to be
served. Before noon, people be-
gin to arrive for the AA meeting
which takes place every day on
the second floor of DDB. At
12:30 clients file into the DDB
dining room, most times 100,
sometimes more.

Members from the community
often stop by to bring in dona-
tions of fresh produce from their
gardens or trays of leftovers from
special events.
